Each womyn approaches her and kneels before 
her, giving her a blessing and a gift for her journey.  The Sacred Rites are performed amidst the voices of her sisters joining together, 
flowing with the energies.  At the end, she is greeted by her High Priestess/Kahuna and in that sacred moment she is asked “in perfect 
love and perfect trust, do you accept this path, the Service of the Goddess, and Service to this Temple and the womyn it serves?”  With 
strength, power, conviction, and complete joy she answers “Yes,” and crosses the threshold in marriage to the Goddess in all Her faces, 
to our Temple, our path.
